A NEW DAY DAWNS   
 

Nathan Winograd, Executive Director of the No Kill Advocacy Center was the 

keynote speaker at the recent No Kill Conference in Washington DC.  Below, 

are excerpts from his speech.  

 

òThere is no doubt the No Kill movement has come into its own.  The adopt 

some and kill the rest paradigm which has dominated our country for so long is 

being replaced.  Giving discretionary power to s helter directors to decide who 

lives and who dies doesnõt have to be that way and we can change that by 

passing laws. We shouldnõt just want a promise that shelters will try to do 

better.  We already have such promises and millions of animals (are) still b eing 

killed.   

 

Every major movement including the abolition of slavery, womenõs right to vote 

and civil rights was never about seeking discretionary permission. Its goal was 

winning the right to do so, a right guaranteed in law. We should demand that 

the killing end, now and forever, regardless of who is running the shelters.  And 

we get that guarantee one way: By passing shelter reform legislation which 

removes the discretion of shelter directors to ignore what is in the best 

interest of animals and kill them.ó  Here is the link to his complete speech:

In city after city, town after town, shelters are implementing No Kill.  The 

entire state of Delaware just passed major shelter r eform legislation.  If they 

can do it, so can we.  Itõs time for change.  84% of the cats entering Maui 

Humane do not make it out alive.  They are killed, as they have been for over 

50 years, as a failed attempt at population control.  We should be demandi ng 

that our lawmakers allocate our tax dollars towards more free/low - cost spay 

neuter clinics and to  

STOP THE KILLING.  
Labeling animals as sick/untreatable gives shelters the discretionary option of 

killing them.  We believe itõs time to start treating every cat with upper 

respiratory (like we do) and stop killing them by labeling them untreatable.

Marlonõs mom was brought to one of our Spay/Neuter clinics.  She was a true feral and 

had been trapped by the woman who had been feeding her.  Beca use she was wild, we 

could not touch her until she wa s sedated for surgery.  At that time, we discovered she 

was pregnant.  9th  Life does not believe in aborting and killing kittens during a spay 

procedure.  We let Mom (subsequently named Annie) recover in one of our holding rooms 

that also has a large kitty  birthing box in it.  Weeks later, Annie gave birth to  three 

beautiful babies.  Two orange tabbies and one very dark black tabby.  The large room 

allowed Annie to hide from us when we entered  the room  several times a day to play 

with and fully so cialize th e babies.  One of her babies ,  Marlon,  was just  adopted.   Come 

see Annieõs other babies.   Annie and her little ones have all been sterilized now.  Annie 

lives with other ferals at 9 th  Life Hawaii.  We believe ferals also have a right to live.
